With the help of
the DSS tracing service we have contacted many of
them and also found that many had passed away. At
the copy date we had traced 1062 and regrettably
heard that 772 had passed away.

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Act 1995 and, if more than 10% of the membership
object, then there would be direct elections to the
Trustee Board with only contributing members voting.

Retaining the current procedure allows pensioner
representatives to join the Consultative Committee
and for them then to be appointed as a Member-
Nominated Trustee.
