Change of Tax Office

A reorganisation within the
Inland Revenue in Scotland
means that the tax records
of Nortel (UK) Pension Plan
pensioners have been
transferred from LP20 Tax
Office Glasgow to Centre 1
Tax Office in East Kilbride.

Centre 1 handles the tax
affairs of about 2.5 million
taxpayers and, as every
taxpayer has a National
Insurance number, this is
used as the tax reference. So
when you write or telephone,
please quote your National
Insurance number.

As Centre 1, in the main,
deals with Scottish-based
employers you probably
haven’t heard of them. So,

briefly, here is some
background:

Centre 1 is Scotland’s
largest tax office. It was
officially opened by HRH
Princess Margaret in 1968.
From 1968 -1995 the office
was to be found in the ‘heart’
of East Kilbride, Scotland’s
first new town about 10
miles south of Glasgow. It
was a 17-storey tower block
which housed the PAYE tax
records of all employers
north of Carlisle and all the
employees of those
employers. For 25 years, the
tower block was a landmark
in the town and ‘home’ to
about 1500 Tax Officers, but

The repairs needed were
extensive and costly so it
was decided to build a new
Centre 1.

The new building was
completed in January 1995.

In
contrast to the old building
this one is 25,000 square
metres situated in 17 acres
of land on the outskirts of
East Kilbride and is only
three storeys high. It is
built near a historical motte
(ancient fortified site)
which has been preserved
intact.

Investments Committee

HE PENSION PLAN’S
investments totalled £1,400
million at the end of

December last year. The Trustee has
responsibility for investing pension
plan assets and, with the help of its
investment consultant, establishes a
strategic asset allocation benchmark
and appoints a number of investment
managers to manage investments on
a day-to-day basis.

An Investments Committee mon-
itors these investment managers and
their performance. This Committee
meets quarterly, normally shortly
before the Trustee Board meeting.
Although all Trustee directors are
invited to attend these meetings, the
Chairman of the Trustees and three
other directors, Clive Gilchrist
(BESTrustees, independent director),
Laila Abraham (Member-nominated
director) and Oswald D’Mello
(Company-nominated director) have
been appointed to the Committee.

This Committee, just like the Trustee
Board itself and the Committee of
Management, has formal agendas
and minutes. Each meeting approves
the minutes of the last meeting and
considers any matters arising from
them. It receives an Investment
Report from the Secretary, whose job
includes interfacing with the invest-
ment managers on a day-to-day
basis, and hears about any changes
in the managers’ organisation and
personnel, as well as any changes in
the managers investment strategy
and, most importantly, investment
performance. At most meetings, at
least two of the investment managers
or the custodian come along and
present in person.

The Committee will want to
understand why performance differs
from the benchmark and, if lower,
whether the manager will be making
any changes. They also review asset
allocation, the amount invested in
stocks, shares and bonds and, if
necessary, recommend changes to
the Trustee Board. Neither the
Trustee Board nor its Investment
Committee make buy/sell decisions
on individual securities. That is the
role of investment professionals.
Monitoring what these professionals
do against the benchmark is one of
the most important aspects of
running a pension plan and this
committee has been delegated with
that role.

Under the Pensions Act, the
Trustees must consult Nortel on
investment matters. It is in this
Committee that that consultation
takes place with the VP Finance for
Europe invited to each meeting.

Q Scheme

We have very nearly come to the
end of the first phase. This was to
trace as many pensioners who
have received a benefit from the
Q Scheme and the dependants of
those Q Scheme members who
had died since 3 April 1975,
whether or not any benefit had
been paid. Excluding the 3,600+
Q Scheme pensioners and those

The Winter edition of Diary records
two aspects of the advent of electronic
circuits in the handling of data, the
Baby Computer in 1948 and the start
of the electronic multipliers in 1952.
It is interesting to reflect on how long
it took computers to colonise the
whole of the old punched card
business.

Television and radar introduced
the use of electronic valves as
switches. Punched card systems had
been handling data for half a century,
using a mixture of mechanical
devices and electric relays. Addition,
subtraction, sorting and collating
were all performed satisfactorily.
Multiplication which required a large
number of steps was beyond the
switching speed of relays.

All the other data such as item
description, trader’s name and
address, credit terms etc was readily
handled by the punch card system.
Four 541 multipliers with valves
switching at about 1000 times the
speed of relays took over the work
of the comptometers.

As Arthur Jakins reminds us, the
541 was succeeded by the 550 series
(I plead guilty to the introduction of
the turret) and Univac 1004 before

Designed and built by EMI it was the
first fully transisterised computer on
the market!

Accounts, Ministry of Pensions and

When | left ICL in 1974 to be
involved in a number of small family
businesses, | confidently reckoned
that | has seen the last of computers.

Waste Watch Tips

THREE STEPS TO HOME COMPOSTING

Materials, Moisture and Air

1 Compost bins need a balanced diet of ‘Greens’ and
‘Browns’ like us humans. During the year, nitrogen-rich
Greens such as weeds, grass clippings and kitchen waste
are the largest inputs. To strike a balance, try adding
Browns such as shredded newspaper or straw — rabbit or
guinea pig bedding is ideal. As a rule, Greens are the soft
sappy materials and Browns are the woody fibrous items.

2 One of the most important elements of successful
composting is moisture. If the compost is too dry it
will slow down the process, too wet and the air spaces
get clogged up causing smells. The compost should be
of a substance like a damp wrung-out dish cloth. For
test squeeze the material, only a few droplets of water
should appear.

3 Many people would think that to a keep a compost bin
would result in a smelly pile of mess. If the bin is fully
aerated there should be no reason for unpleasant smells.
In the summer months composting is accelerated and
oxygen is used up a lot quicker. By poking a few holes,
the compost should smell sweeter.
