plays were performed either in the
open or in the large squares in front
of churches. The garden of Eden was
indicated by a fir tree hung with apples.
When the pageant was performed in
church, the pardeisbaum (tree of
Paradise) was usually surrounded by
lighted candles. Inside the ring of
lights the play was enacted.

MINCE PIES
Mince pies are an old English custom.
When the Puritans in New England
tried to supplant Christmas with
Thanksgiving (and almost succeeded
for a time), they also transferred the
English Christmas dinner of ‘a bird’
and mince pie to their new feast day.
As a result the good puritans, very
much against their intentions, have
provided some of us, by a turn of
events, with a second Christmas
dinner each year (Thanksgiving and
Christmas).

In England, before the Reformation
a peculiar Christmas custom had
grown and rapidly spread through the
country. In honour of the Saviours’
humble birth, the mince pie was
made oblong in shape, representing
the manger, and sometimes on top
of the pie was placed a little figure of
the baby Jesus. The pie became very
much an object of devotion as well
as ‘part of the feast’. The ‘baby’ was
removed and the ‘manger’ was eaten.
After the Reformation, the Puritans
started a great and vehement outcry
against the mince pie. It was not the
pie itself which aroused uproar, but
its shape and the figure of the baby
Jesus. However, in their vigour they
did not give up on the issue and
directed their attack against the dish
itself. The battle of the mince pie
started and went on for many years.
The Puritans were convinced that to
eat a mince pie at Christmas was an



abomination, idolatry, superstition
and popish observance. The Catholics
and Anglicans immediately rose to
the defence of this cherished dish.

By the end of the seventh century
the pie was made round like most
today, the figure of the child had dis-
appeared and, after the smoke of the
battle cleared away, both parties
were happy with their respective
victories.

BOXING DAY
The word ‘Boxing Day’ to most people
is simply the day after Christmas.
There are a number of theories
behind ‘Boxing Day’. Some think it is
derived from the alms-boxes in parish
churches which were opened, and
their contents distributed to the
needy, on the day after Christmas Day.
Other people connect it to earthen-
ware boxes which apprentices would
have worn around their necks
collecting money from their master’s
customers. Many people have their
own idea of what the name Boxing
Day originally meant. The Real name
of December 26th, is of course, St
Stephen’s Day. St Stephen, the first
Christian martyr, was traditionally
connected with horses, though why
is not so clear. It seems probable that
he inherited it from earlier pagan
rituals of the season, or borrowed it
from a later Swedish saint of the
same name who was reputed to love
horses. In several North European
countries ceremonial rides and
horse-races took place on December
26th and in some, including England,
horses were then bled to preserve
their health. It is still customary in
fox-hunting districts for a meet to be
held on Boxing Day.

For most people these days Boxing
Day is a time to relax and get in touch
with old friends and family.

Christmas Nut Roll - a Hungarian recipe

Pastry
300g plain flour
200g butter
25g yeast
2 egg yolks
4 tablespoons of milk
a pinch of salt

Filling
300-375g ground walnuts
5 tablespoons milk
250g sugar
4 tablespoons of sultanas
75g butter

# Crumble the flour and butter
together in a bowl

#* Make a well in the centre, add to it
the sugar, salt and egg yolks then mix

# Dissolve the yeast in four
tablespoons of warm milk, add to
the mixture in the bowl. Work the
dough well until smooth

# Shape it into two loaves and let
them rest for 30 minutes. In the
meantime prepare the filling

# Heat the sugar and milk, add the
nuts, stir over low heat for a few
minutes.

# Mix together the water, sultanas,
walnuts and almonds in a
saucepan and bring to the boil

# Reduce heat, simmer for five
minutes and cool

# Cream butter and sugar

# Add vanilla then add sifted flour
and baking powder to a creamed
mixture

# Add fruit mixture and blend

* Pour into well buttered 20cm
square tin

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Committee of Management

N THIS EDITION of Diary, 1
would like to talk about the
Committee of Management

and how it operates. This Committee
has full delegated powers to exercise
discretions and form opinions on
behalf of the Trustee Board.

The Committee meets quarterly
and itself has a Sub-Committee so
that some urgent decisions can be
taken between the quarterly
meetings. The composition of the
Committee and its sSub-Committees
is as follows:

Committee of Management
Director of Trustee Company
(Chairman)

3 other directors of the Trustee
Company

2 Nortel representatives

1 representative from the
Consultative Committee
Sub-Committee

2 directors of the Trustee
Company

1 Nortel representative

A typical meeting of the Committee
of Management would review the
minutes of the previous meeting and
deal with any matters arising.
Membership movements, contributing
members, pensioners and deferred
pensioners would be reviewed, along
with the discretions exercised on
death in service lump sum payments
and incapacity retirement requests.
Receipts and payments are discussed,
as is an analysis of the work under-
taken by the pensions department in
the period. This analysis shows the
number of deaths, retirements,
quotations, transfers in and transfers
out dealt with. The time taken to
complete benefit calculations and
payments would be analysed and
compared to the Service Level

Agreement adopted by the Trustee.
Any staffing issues would be raised at
these meetings.

Over many of the past quarters
this Committee has also been looking
at the volume of extra work created by
the Government's mis-selling review,
whereby some members were given
bad advice to opt out of the pension
plan or not to join. It was agreed
that a homeworker be employed to
deal with all requests from Insurance
companies thereby helping to settle
cases involving our plan as quickly as
possible.

Any changes in the way the plan
operates, e.g. the request to complete
Pensioners Identity Certificates, year
2000 compliance, would be discussed
here with a formal recommendation
to the Trustee Board. Changes or
potential changes in Government and
European legislation, which could
affect administration, are also debated
in this forum. The new Data Protection
Act, earmarking orders and potential
pension sharing on divorce as
examples, would be discussed so that
we are prepared for any changes in
practice and procedures, which may
occur. Pension case law would be
reviewed to ensure that any rulings
by the Pensions Ombudsman, which
could have a bearing on our
procedures, are examined, and where
necessary procedures are revised.

The Sub-Committee is involved
when necessary, to decide on the
beneficiary of any death in service
lump sum, or to form an opinion on
whether an application for ill-health
retirement fulfils the criteria, or
whether an employee who elects to
join the Plan after the eligibility
period should join on special terms.
This Sub-Committee has guidelines
laid down by the Committee of
Management and the Committee at

its meetings reviews these decisions.

There is an Internal Disputes
Resolution Procedure which can
resolve any disputes which Pensions
Department cannot settle, with the
Committee of Management then the
Trustee Board being involved in
resolving issues. If the issue is still not
resolved, members can then approach
OPAS and the Pensions Ombudsman,
both external organisations.

In summary, this Committee takes
a detailed review of administration on
behalf of the Trustee, and its minutes
are reviewed and questioned by the
Trustee at each of its subsequent
meetings.

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BRITAIN'S BEST KEPT SECRET

HILE NEVILLE CHAMBERLAIN

/ was visiting Munich in

1938 and returning with
the ‘peace in our time’ message, the
British Intelligence Services were
preparing themselves for war. They
sought out an ornate Victorian
mansion in Buckinghamshire, once the
home of wealthy financier and MP Sir
Herbert Leon, and established it as a
new operational base. Thus, in 1939,
the Government Code and Cipher
School came to Bletchley Park which
became known as War Station X, BP,
The Park and various other pseudo-
nyms. Code-breaking operations
rapidly built up and, as early as 1942,
Bletchley Park was reading some 4,000
German high grade signals per day.
Eventually their success was such that
it was said to have shortened the war
by two years.

In 1939 under 100 staff were
employed but by 1944 these numbers
had risen to over 12,000 including
some household names such as Alan
Turing, Tom Flowers and Bill Tutte.

To accommodate all the activities, the
site developed with the addition of many
‘huts’ and other buildings constructed
in typical War Department styles. There
are also some tennis courts built on
the specific instructions of Winston
Churchill for staff recreation.

With the cessation of hostilities, much
of the site changed over to training
facilities for the GPO (now British
Telecom) and the Civil Aviation Authority
although the intelligence services
maintained an association until 1987.
In 1991 the landlords announced their
intention of selling the site for re-
development and the Bletchley Park
Trust was formed to secure the historic
site, recreate the atmosphere of
Bletchley Park and establish a study
centre for related topics.

One of the most remarkable facts

about Bletchley Park was the culture of
secrecy that prevailed amongst all the
staff. It was 30 years before any infor-
mation started to become available but
much important detail had been
destroyed immediately after the war.

The establishment of the study centre
is now progressing well and exhibits
are dedicated to, amongst other things,
aircraft recovery, radar and electronics
computers, cinema projectors, a toy
collection, model railways, Churchill
memorabilia and many other things.

Those of you who served with Creed
and Co. Ltd. may be interested to know
that we are negotiating for the contents
of the Creed Museum, currently being
stored in the Nortel Archives to go to
Bletchley Park and be re-established as
a display in honour of F. G. Creed.
This is planned to take place in one
year’s time.

Perhaps the most absorbing items
in the study centre are the Cryptology
Trail with German cipher machines
and the re-built Colossus computer,
which some would claim was the
world’s first electronic computer, built

to decrypt the outputs of the Lorenz
telegraphic cipher machine.

Work is now in hand to build a replica
of the Turing Bombe, an electro-
mechanical aid to decrypt the output
of the famous Enigma machines which
were the precursors of the Lorenz
system. Nortel Networks is a major
sponsor. Fortunately a set of drawings
of the Bombe exists but a very large
amount of work is involved in converting
them into usable form, in manufacturing
specialist items and in locating sources
of proprietary components used in the
construction, many of which were
from British Tabulating Machine (BTM)
and GPO (largely manufactured by
STC) catalogues of the time.

John Harper, now a Nortel Pensioner,
is Project Manager and he is being
assisted by a team of willing helpers
from ICL in transferring the drawings
to a modern computer-aided design
version and some STL pensioners who
are copying the original ‘blueprints’,
which are very light sensitive, so that
they may form the basis of the

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Can You Help?

On several occasions just
recently the Archives have
been asked for information
concerning the European
Engineering Department and
its activities in Connaught
House.

The department was
formed under the Western
Electric banner in 1922 by
Frank Gill (later Sir Frank)
who remained European
Chief Engineer until 1928
when he handed over to
P E Erikson on becoming
Vice President of ITT.

It is believed that, apart
from offices within
Connaught House, the
department may have had
some laboratories dealing
with the various develop-
ments in long telephone
lines and the associated
test equipment. Certainly
many well-known names
seem to have served there.

Dr E M Deloraine in his

autobiography recalls A H
Reeves ‘playing’ with what
they called ‘Reeves bottles’
which were thought to be
for detecting strange
radiation. These bottles
were to be found in all
locations — on the roof or
deep in the earth!

Other names associated
with the department were
J B Kaye, J P Johns, J Collard
and E K Sandeman.

It is known that much of
the research and develop-
ment activity moved to
Hendon when the laborato-
ries there were opened
around 1926. If you have any
experience or knowledge of
the European Engineering
Department around this
time we would very much
like to hear from you.
